Provides care for 48 severely disturbed children in an open campus setting where the children live and attend school.  Boys 5 - 14 years old and girls 5 - 17 years old are served.  Licensed Clinical Social Worker - Therapists, Certified Special Education Teachers, and Child Care Workers provide the care, treatment, education and therapy in the on-campus school and living units.

Safe Intensive Treatment Unit:  The safe Unit provides long - term residential care to adolescent girls with severe emotional problems.  Provides a safe, secure treatment setting for eight girls.

Diagnostic Unit:  Provides inpatient diagnostic services in an open setting.  Children referred by private health practitioners and other agencies.  Recommendations are provided to the referral source.  A written report detailing the findings, plus full treatment and or placement recommendations are available prior to discharge.

Respite Care:  Provides temporary care by trained, qualified professionals in order to meet family needs and maintain the mental well-being of the emotional disturbed child and his (her) family.  Goal is to avoid long term residential placement and enable the family to continue to care for the child at the home.  Children ages 5 - 14  with emotional and behavioral problems who may also be mildly mentally retarded or developmentally disabled.

Day Treatment / Partial Hospitalization:  Provides intensive therapy in a Special Education Setting for emotionally disturbed children who have severe behavior or learning problems.  Goal is to help the children develop skills to function in the community so they can remain with their families.  The program is a year-round program with one teacher therapist assigned to each group of eight children.

Special Education:  The school at Edgewood Children’s Center is a fully accredited special education school with licenser from the Missouri Department of Elementary and Secondary Education and the Illinois State board of Education.  Edgewood’s School prepares students to be successful in less restrictive school placements.

Outpatient Therapy:  Provides services to families who are experiencing a crisis or who need other special assistance.  The Outpatient Therapy Department offers an alternative to the more intensive services offered at Edgewood Children’s Center.

Family Focus Program:  Provides a nine-month intensive treatment program in which the family is seen as central to the successful re-entry of the child into their home and community.  The family must be motivated to keep or return the children to the home and be willing to participate in this home-based community intervention.

Family Preservation Services:  A short-term, intensive, crisis intervention program designed to help keep troubled families together.  A Family Specialist works directly with a family in their home for four to six weeks.  The specialist is on call to families 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

Extended Families First:  Intensive in-home reunification program which last three months.  During home-bound family sessions, an experienced therapist assists the family with the child’s transition back into the home from a residential treatment or hospital setting.

Families First:  Short-term intensive crisis intervention program in which a family therapist works directly with a family in their home to keep the family together.  Their basic belief is that troubled families can be strengthened and that each family has the ability to make positive changes which will benefit each family member.
